« The Prince William route connects eastern Prince
William with the Franconia-Springfield Metro
Station, with stops at the OmniRide Transit Center,
Potomac Mills Mall and Route 1 in Woodbridge.

- The Manassas route connects Manassas with the
Tysons Corner Metro Station, serving stops along

Sudley Road and Manassas Mall.

OmniRide Local buses serve nine routes in Prince
William and the Manassas area. In Eastern Prince
William County buses serve seven routes and two
routes operate in the Manassas area.

OmniRide Connect is a microtransit service that
operates in Dumfries, Quantico and Manassas
Park.
